Numbered messages have used for a long time for some of the more common texts. These serve to reduce the.
transmitted word count. Common messages sent during emergencies or for holiday seasons are examples

‘The traditional numbered texts are preceded by the designator ARL followed by the spelled out number_For example,
ARL FIFTY s “Greefings by Amateur Radio.” When a numbered text is used, the deivering station reads the actual text
to the addressee, not the number.

‘The list was expanded in 2022 to include additional numbered messages. The entire list now uses the RRC designato.

Hi Bob,

On Thursdays | am Net Control Station (NCS) on the Virginia Net (VN), which is a delivery NTS CW net for the Virginia Section. N3SW checked in with routine traffic for
Rixeyville. | typically ask for any station that can relay traffic to a particular Virginia town; f there are no takers, | accept the trafic for delivery myself. That was the case
with the Rixeyville message. (I wish we had more stations from NOVA, Central VA, Southside, etc. that are willing to accept and deliver traffic.)

Traffic for Virginia typically comes from the 4th Region Net (4RN) or another Virginia section net such as the Virginia Side Band Net (VSBN). Since N3SW self-reported
into VN as representing VSBN, he could have received the Rixeyville message from either VSBN or 4RN. Since the traffic originated in Virginia for delivery to a Virginia
address, I'm quessing N3SW brought the Rixeyville message from VSBN. I don't know this for a fact; it's not really necessary for me to know.

Reference information about the above-mentioned nets:
VSBN meets daily on 3947 kHz at 6:00 p.m.

VN meets daily on 3553 kHz at 7:00 p.m.

4RN meets daily on 40 or 80 meters at 7:45 p.m. and 9:30 p.m
4th Region includes FL, GA, NC, PR, SC, VI, and VA
